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Sixth Grade Guidelines

Welcome to Sixth Grade… This packet is designed to provide information to help students succeed this year. Please note the final pages to be completed the first week of school.
Schedule… Campus gates open at 7:30 am. Core classes begin promptly at 7:45 am and dismissal is 2:50 pm.  The student handbook contains the absent and tardy policy.   

Homework and Late Work… Homework will be given daily.  Most homework will be work not finished in class that day. We ask students to read a minimum of 15 minutes nightly.  Homework should not take more than an hour each evening. Time it takes for makeup work from absences or missing work is not considered part of the hour of nightly homework.

Assignments are given to help students show knowledge of what was taught. It is very important students turn in work on the date it is due.  Full credit will not be issued for missing work. Extra credit will not be used to replace missing work and is not a guaranteed option. See specific teacher websites for homework/late work policies.

For every three missing assignments, per teacher, students will receive a 30 minute ASD. After three ASD’s a referral to the office will be issued.
Responsibilities… Students will only write homework assignments in their agendas. They are to use the agendas daily and have parents sign them each night after checking the student’s homework.  Students and parents must check grades at a minimum of once a week, as this will be taken as a responsibility grade in character class. Agendas and grade checks will be collected the first day of every week for a 5 point grade. No late agendas will be accepted unless the student is absent on the date due. 
Communication… A member of the sixth grade team will send out periodic emails with grade level information.  Please watch for these emails and read the teacher websites often to keep up to date with other sixth grade happenings.
Grades and Objectives… All teachers follow Arizona State Standards and Common Core Standards to guide their teaching and set learning objectives.  Grades will be given to reflect the students’ knowledge of the standards in each subject area.  Grades can be found and checked online regularly using PowerSchool.  Each student will complete weekly grade checks, have quarterly report cards, and conferences are offered to indicate and discuss student progress.  If one has concerns or questions regarding grades, mastery of the objectives, or to schedule a conference, please contact the appropriate teacher on your child’s team (teachers listed at end of packet).
PowerSchool Passwords… Each child’s username/password, for accessing their grades online, will be distributed from the front office.  To obtain another copy contact the front office.  Grades should be checked continuously throughout the year to monitor student progress.

Character, Behavior, and Consequences… PEC prides itself on teaching and encouraging good student character.  All students will have a graded Character Education class with their homeroom teacher. Character Education will focus on learning and following the traits of Respect, Responsibility, Fairness, Trustworthiness, Citizenship, and Caring.  Students will learn about bullying prevention.
When students make poor choices they will receive consequences.  The responsible thinking classroom, RTC, will be a place where students may be sent to reflect on poor choices. They will bring home a RTC sheet that will require a signature from a parent or guardian. This is a behavior warning. After school detention, ASD, may be assigned for repeat offenses or more severe behaviors.  The student handbook outlines the specific code of conduct policy that all students must follow at PEC.
Lunch… To ensure children receive lunch each day, please be sure their account is current.  PowerSchool will display balance, and there is a link on the PEC website that may be used to pay accounts. Read newsletters from lunch program supervisor and school handbook for more information. 
Snacks and Treats… Be certain to eat a healthy breakfast before coming to school and eat a healthy and filling lunch.  Please bring a water bottle daily to use in class.  If one wishes to bring a treat for a celebration, it must be store bought. Please talk with your homeroom teacher ahead of time to get permission.  Gum is considered a forbidden item per student handbook and a referral can be issued to students found chewing gum.
Dress code… Students must follow uniform guidelines. Remember to tuck in shirts, wear belts, and have appropriate uniform bottom length and style.  Students will be given one uniform violation pass per quarter, and if the dress code is not followed the pass will be taken and noted in the agenda.  After the first offense an after school detention will be given as consequence.  After the fifth or more offense occurs a referral will be given. The student handbook outlines specific dress code requirements.
